
















































































Campus Circulation

There are two primary types of campus circulation: vehicular and pedestrian. The
circulation system is largely focused on vehicular use. The pedestrian connections to
the parking lots are weakly defined. The campus entrances primarily address
vehicles, and lack definition through landscaping and obvious walkways that are
separated from the street. While the majority of students arrive at campus in vehicles
and drive to the parking lot closest to their classroom, the entry experience is largely
unpleasant.

The pedestrian walkway grid, courtyards and educational core form heavily utilized
pedestrian spaces. The cross-axis to the east/west walkway includes two north/south
walkways that lead to the entry plaza. They are also well utilized in that they are
relatively flat and are convenient to primary classroom buildings.

Campus Lighting

In general, the college lacks attractive lighting. The campus has many dark and
poorly lit areas. Distinctive, consistent lighting elements and well-lit safe walkways
and parking areas would enhance the college’s image and provide for a sense of
increased security.

Campus Signage

Except for the outdated campus map in front of the Administration Building, campus
signage is generally oriented to vehicular use within the campus. There is minimal
street signage. Campus signage should be developed into a consistent system so that
all aspects of directional and informational signage help build a uniform identity.
This would apply to providing direction and location assistance maps, directory
information, and accessibility information, public transportation information and
parking information.

The handicapped accessibility barrier removal project currently underway on campus
will address a portion of the main directional signage issues. However, individual
buildings and uses within buildings will not be addressed. The campus core is
confusing due to the mixture of uses within the buildings, and the signage does not
provide the proper information. The signage system should be expanded to include
the needs of pedestrian uses on campus.
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
